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ORDINANCES RELATING TO HEAzuNG

Applicant/Owner: Donald & Theresa Braun, Kay C Lee

Request: Requests a variance to construct an addition to a dwelling which has a reduced setback
to the side property line, in a Recreational-Residential district.

Purpose Section 17.02: This chapter is declared to be for the purpose of promoting the public
health, safety and general welfare.

Intent Section 17.03: It is the general intent of this chapter to regulate and restrict the use of
structues, lands, shoreland and waters; regulate and restrict lot coverage, population distribution
and density and the size and location of all structures so as to lessen congestion in and promote
the safety and efficiency of the streets and highways; secure safety from fire, flooding, panic and
other dangers; provide adequate light, air, sanitation and drainage; prevent overcrowding; avoid
undue population concentration; facilitate the adequate provision ofpublic facilities and utilities;
stabilize and protect property values; further the appropriate use of land and conservation of
natr.[al resources; preserve and promote the beauty of the community; prevent and control water
pollution; protect spawning grounds, fish and aquatic life; preserve shoreland cover; and
implement the county's general plan or county plan components. It is Iluther intended to provide
for the administration and enforcement of this chapter and to provide penalties for its violation.

Section 17.36 RECREATIONAL-RESIDENTIAL The Recreational-Residential District is
created to provide for a mixture ofresidential, recreational and commercial uses, with emphasis
on commercial uses which relate to the recreational opportunities or which serve the residential
properties. This district will be located primarily along or near navigable waters on lands suited
for development.

Section 17.41 SHORELAND OVERLAY AREA
The shoreland regulations of the County are adopted for the purposes of promoting the public
health, safety, convenience and general welfare, to further the maintenance of safe and healthful
conditions, to prevent and conhol water pollution, to protect spawning grounds, fish and aquatic
life, to control building sites, placement of structures and land uses, and to preserve shore cover
and natural beauty. In addition to the use, dimensional rules and other standards provided for
shorelands by the zoning district in which they are located, the following shall apply to all
shorelands.
